Discover the natural beauty of the Northern Alps while sipping on locally brewed
sake and craft beer at this popular annual event! 

Originally launched in 2008 as the Northern Alps Sankura Sake Stroll, this event has 
brought people together over variety of sake from three traditional breweries, 
Hokuan Daikoku, Hakuba Nishiki, and Ichinoya, in Omachi, Nagano. In recent years, 
the Northern Alps Beer Brewery has joined to enjoy not only sake, but also carefully 
crafted local beer. Both the sake and the craft beer are made with carefully selected 
ingredients and the water from the Northern Alps, making this event a perfect 
opportunity to truly taste the essence of the region. 

With a special tasting cup in hand, participants can explore the heart of Omachi, just 
a short walk from JR Shinano-Omachi Station, then visit local breweries to 
encounter people who brew the sake at each brewery. As you talk with them, you’ll 
discover the stories behind each bottle, then turn the experience into a truly special 
just for you. 

Now known as the Northern Alps Sake & Craft Beer Stroll, the event continues to 
evolve. Come and experience new flavors, meet passionate local brewers, and fall in 
love with the Northern Alps areas all over again.
